Police update

On 17 May, Anthony John aged 29 from Four Acres, Highridge was charged with theft of a trailer from the Temple Quay business quarter on 20 April. He also asked for another theft of metal from Emery Road to be taken into consideration. The Redcliffe neighbourhood beat team leading the investigation said: "This offence was committed during office hours and captured on CCTV when John used his transit van to hitch up a trailer from the service yard and later sold it for £25 to feed his drug habit."
Easton police are continuing to have success from the ongoing ‘Operation Bloc’. The operation is a multi-agency strategy that aims to target and reduce criminal activity on Stapleton Road. One success came recently as officers from the Easton beat team working with the Border Agency executed a search warrant under the Immigration Act 1971. This took place at an address on Stapleton Road on 27 April. The address was found to house multiple occupants, many of whom were working for below minimum wage in shops on Stapleton Road. Four arrests were made for immigration offences.

Want to hold a residents’ street party?
Anyone wanting to hold a street party can get free help from Streets Alive on www.streetparty.org.uk They are supporting over 20 parties around the city this year but there is always room for more. Parties are easier to organise amongst neighbours than you might think. Most people join in, you should not need any money and you can borrow road signs and the essential bunting from Easton Community Centre or Streets Alive. Easton has held 32 over the years and is the street party capital of the UK.

Funding cuts at City Academy

The Attainment Adviser Project has put money into underachieving students, resulting in dramatic improvements in exam results but now more than 15 full and part-time staff face redundancy. The project affects several community teams at the school including the African Caribbean and Caribbean Heritage Attainment Project (ACCHAP) and the Mainstreaming Supplementary Schools Support Project (MSSSP) which works with Muslim students. Money has come from a variety of sources but due to the end of funding like Community at Heart, the Council has been unable to make up the large short fall. The money has been spent on advisers who come from the same communities as students. This has helped break down barriers and build relationships with students and their families. Advisers have lent support in a variety of ways including lesson support, extra tuition and weekly communication with parents. The results of the scheme have been dramatic. In 2007 before the project started just 12.5% of dual heritage students managed to get five A*-C GCSEs. Last year it rose to 78.6%. Similarly, in 2007 only 30% of African Caribbean boys managed to gain five A*-C GCSEs but in 2009 this increased to 87.5%.
