Following feedback from a residents’ walkabout, the plastic bottle bank in Avonvale Road car park has been moved to the front of Avonvale Road with the glass banks to try and reduce fly tipping.

New athletics track
Work has started on a £1million state-of-the-art 400m athletics track at Whitehall Playing Fields (Packers), managed by The City Academy. Completion is expected by the end of the year, when Bristol’s only existing athletics track at Whitchurch Sports Centre will close. The new track will consist of six lanes, increasing to eight lanes along the two straight sides of the track. It will be used by schools across the city during the day and by the community and athletics clubs on evenings and weekends. Bristol and West Athletics Club, which is currently based at Whitchurch Sports Centre, will relocate there.

Barton Hill Settlement awarded £1m
Barton Hill Settlement been awarded £1m from the Government's Communitybuilders programme. The programme supports projects that stimulate local democracy and community cohesion. Barton Hill Settlement will use the fund to develop its facilities.
Police update - combating drug dealing in Easton
As part of a significant operation spearheaded by the Trinity Road Street Crime Unit and the Easton Neighbourhood Police Team, there have been a series of arrests made on the Stapleton Road in regard to drug related activity. The ongoing operation has involved numerous partner agencies and is continuing to yield positive results. So far the operation has incorporated mounted assistance, support group patrols and highly trained dog units.

Do you know your neighbours?

Message from Easton Beat Manager Nick King:“People often say to me, ‘I bet you see a lot of different things as a policeman’ well that is certainly true, you never know what you are going to be dealing with from one day to another. A couple of weeks ago whilst on duty with my colleague on the Redcliffe estate, I was sent to a flat following a report of an elderly lady who had collapsed. Luckily she had the forethought to press the panic alarm attached around her neck. Calling at the eighth floor address I looked through the letterbox and could see a lady sat up on the floor and it was obvious she couldn't move. I shouted to her but she was clearly disorientated. My colleague kicked the door in and shortly afterwards we were joined by the paramedics. The flat was very clean and tidy and on a shelf was a 100th birthday card from the Queen signed 'Elizabeth'. The lady was helped up and during my time with her I was horrified to find that she only gets one visitor per week for an hour. That visitor is her son aged 75 who brings her packed meals for the week. She uses a gas cooker to warm up her microwave meals and walks around without the aid of a stick but is clearly lonely. She told me, ‘it's like being a prisoner in my home’. She was taken into hospital overnight for a check up and returned home the next day. I did call on her a few days later and she was so pleased to see me because she couldn't get her television to work until I gave her two batteries from my digital camera and then she said, ‘oh thank you so much I can watch the football tonight.’ I have now spoken with social services requesting she receives some daily help. In the age of social services, it's so easy to assume the elderly are being cared for. We all grow old, so wouldn't it be nice to have a caring neighbour who can be called if you run out of milk or need some batteries. Make it your business to help those in need.”
