Neighbourhood Forums

In July there were two resident meetings for Easton and Lawrence Hill to discuss local issues and concerns. Residents raised lots of actions for workers to take away and report back at the next meeting. Here is a selection of these: undergrowth needs trimming back in Baptist Mills, anti fly tipping signs to be installed in Clark Street, dogs fouling on Barton Green, aggressive breeds being walked without leads in Barton Hill, Newton Street in poor condition after resurfacing, parking problems on Talavera Close (off Waterloo Road in Old Market), Stapleton Road needs more policing and more youth engagement, Westminster Road/Devon Road/Whitehall Road used as rat run, litter on cycle track near City Academy and anti-social behaviour on Bloy Street.
Police priorities (Lawrence Hill and Easton)

1. Undergrowth clearance – Baptist Mills (M32 Underpass)
2. Drug dealing, drinking and noise issues at 10 Chatterton House, Redcliffe

3. Complaints by traders of drug dealing – Lawrence Hill

4. Break down barriers with local community – Stapleton Road

5. Bottles / litter in park by Goodhind Street/Armoury Square 

6. Drug dealing - Marsh Lane – Barton Hill
7. Drug dealing - Ducie Road - Barton Hill
8. Speeding cars in Westminster Road/Devon Road/Whitehall Road - Lower Easton/Whitehall
9. Youths playing football and causing damage in Bloy Street – Easton
